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HERITAGE TRANSPORT SHOW & AUCTION SET TO HOST A CENTENARY
Following last year’s successful event the Heritage Transport Show & Auction is set to become an annual show. The Kent County Agricultural Society organizers of the Show are still working in partnership with Lambert & Foster who will continue to run the popular auction section of the day.
This year the event which will be held on Saturday 9th April will feature the ‘M & D 100’.  This is a significant milestone for Maidstone & District Motor Services Ltd, which was the main bus operator in West Kent for over eight decades.  The event on the 9th April will be a tribute to the Company that celebrates its 100 year anniversary on 22nd March.  Large numbers of buses with full livery will take over part of the Showground and visitors to the Show will be able to take a ride on one of the vintage vehicles built as long ago as 1928.  ‘M & D’ 100 will also be an opportunity for former employees and enthusiasts to get together to celebrate this chapter in the Company’s history.
Lambert and Foster, Auctioneers based in Paddock Wood, is once again holding a sale of tractors, commercial vehicles, cars, steam, related equipment and memorabilia.  There will be two auctions one for vehicles and one for memorabilia taking place at 11am and 1pm.
Over 200 vehicles will be showcased at the event including a 1926 Citroen B12 Paris Taxi, a 4L 1928 Bentley and an Austin Healy built in Australia but returned to the UK in the early 1930’s.  The car enthusiast will be able to enjoy a number of outstanding vehicles from a 1934 Rolls Royce, sports saloon, one of only six cars built in that style, to a 1937 Vauxhall GY Wingham which is currently one of the six remaining in the world.  Two famous cars to visit the Show will be a 1938 Ford Model 8 formerly owned by the late Arthur Negus, presenter ‘Going for a Song’ and ‘Antiques Roadshow’ and a 1948 Rover 75P3 Sports Saloon used in an episode of ‘Foyles War’ and ‘Miss Marple’.  For those visitors who prefer two wheels there will be a 1963 Reeves Silverstone Road Racer that held the 250cc Crystal Palace lap record in 1964.
